Winter & Spring After-school Program, 2010

She’s On the Money – is a component of Girls Inc. Economic literacy program for girls ages 6-8. Girls as young as six explore how the economy affects us locally and globally and develop skills needed to be economically independent.
PlayWorks – A physical fitness program that is inclusive (everyone is able to participate) and requires no special equipment. It offers opportunities for physical activity and safe, meaningful play.  
GAMES – a program that introduces girls to other sports (e.g. hockey, badminton, football, etc.).
Health Bridge - is a program guide for assessing and then addressing girls’ health needs. Its goal is to connect girls to holistic, personal contact with health-care providers for comprehensive health services including basic mental and physical health care, including reproductive health care. 

Mixing In Math – is a hands-on and minds-on math program that engages girls to see the different ways to sue math in their everyday lives.

Girls in Real Life Situations – is a program that enhances girl’s social and emotional development.

Spanish – Through hands-on activities, girls will learn the basic Spanish conversational words.

For Me – a drug-prevention program for girls ages 6-8

Our Chance – is a drug-prevention program for girls ages 9-11.

Building Better Citizens - a program that promotes civic education for girl’s ages 12 to 14 year olds encourages girls to participate in the political process.
Career Outlook – is a young person’s exploration of career possibilities for the future.

Explore Our World and Journey Around the World – are hands-on program that engages girls to look at the world outside of their community.

Wonder of Science – a program that introduces girls to the wonder of science around them.

Youth as a PHILANTHROPIST – is a program that introduces girls to the world of philanthropy, the history of Philanthropy and the Developing the Habits of giving and serving.

Photo Voice -   A Community Activism Project for Girls Ages 12-15. Girls explore their “points of view” using photography and accompanying narratives to give voice to their concerns. Working with family members, they identify their unique viewpoints and discuss generational differences.

See What You Can Be – a program for young girls that explore their abilities and personalities as they explore the different possibilities of what they can be.  

Material Girls - This program enhances girls’ engineering, design, and construction skills as they build a structure that will positively impact their community. Girls conduct a needs assessment, choose a project, design and build it, and celebrate their achievement. The program promotes family and peer communication, teambuilding, and problem solving
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
